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Resource Transfers &

e All Internet number resources can be
transferred within the RIPE NCC service
region

e Number of IPv4 transfers increasing
- 919in 2014 — 2.701 in 2015 — 402 in 2016

e But less addresses transferred overall in 2015
than in 2014

- 9.65m vs 8.69m (1.3m 2016)

e Some IPv6 (74) and ASNs (188), mostly when
all of an LIR’s resources are transferred
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Completed IPv4 Transfers
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Inter-RIR Transfers &

e Policy was implemented in September 2015

e Since then we've seen 19 inter-RIR transfers:

- 45 address blocks
- 1 outgoing to ARIN
- 14 from ARIN, 4 from APNIC

e ASNSs can also be transferred with APNIC
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Inter-RIR Transfers
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Address Hijacking &

* |ncreased hijacking activity since IPv4
depletion reached

e 134 cases investigated in 2015

e Mostly targeting legacy and Provider
Independent (Pl) resources

e Sophisticated methods: re-registering expired
domains, forged documents

e Urging our members to update their registry
data to protect their resources
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Improving Members’ Registry Data ¢

e Assisted Registry Check (ARC) started in
2014

e A lightweight check of members’ reqgistry data
conducted over the phone, with emails to
follow-up

e Emphasis on adding value by helping
members resolve issues, explaining policies
